Abstract

This paper is a review of local plants used in water infusions as aromatic and refreshing hot beverages (recreational
tea) consumed in food-related settings in Europe, and not for specific medicinal purposes. The reviewed 20 areas
are located across Europe, covering the post-5oviet countries, eastern and Mediteranean Europe. Altogether, 142
taxa belonging to 99 genera and 40 families were reported. The most important families for making herbal tea in
all research areas were Lamiaceae and Asteraceae, while Rosaceae was popular only in eastern and central Europe.
With regards to botanical genera, the dominant taxa included Mentha, Tia, Thymus, Origarium, Rubus and
Matncaria. The clear favorite was Onganum vulgare L, mentioned in 61% of the regions. Hegionally, other important
taxa included Rubus iggeus L. in eastern Europe, Chamaemelum nobile (L) All in southem Europe and Rosa canimg L.
